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Directions: Expose the UV Safety Meter to direct Sunlight for 15 seconds.
Exposing meter longer than 15 seconds will reduce its accuracy and life span
of the UV safety Meter.

Test Sungliass Lenses: Hold the lens over the UV Dot area and expose to
Sunlight for 15 seconds. The darker the color, the less protection the lens has.

Facts: Danger to sunburn varies according to skin type, age and other factors.
Doctors recommend using Sunscreen with an SPF of 15 and higher that provides
broad spectrum protection from both UVA and UVB rays.

Use extra caution near water, snow and sand.

Limit your time spent in the sun between the hours of 10am and 4pm
Whenever possible, stay in the shade and wear protective clothing including hats
with brims and sunglasses.
